Notes on EACLIPSE Meeting October 9 2009  

(These are my brief notes. I hope they capture the basics of our discussion, David)

Present: Jeff A, Gopal, Chuan, Almaz, Nathan, Sarah, Qi, Dong-Yun
GOPAL has started working with SWAT and has put together data sets (soils, DEM. rivers) for both N and S sites. Gopal will work with Bill Northcott in Ag Engineering to get model running.

Need flow data for verification. Jenny has located data with Dr Ndomba. He has given Jenny the data he has on the Pangani River Basin and he will participate in analysis and write-up.

ALMAZ is working on putting together a common structure to house EACLIPSE data. This has three scale categories (Africa, CLIP domain, EACLIPSE sites) and a number of thematic categories.

DONG-YUN has submitted a paper on SPI Transition Change Points to J. of Hydrology. She is working on an NDVI change point paper. She is looking for a means of verification. Qi suggested use “sample”  of sites where model predicts change and use LANDSAT for 2 time periods   to look at land cover change as a means of assessing model-predicted changes.

CHUAN Using Century Model to model grassland productivity. Correlating land cover with NPP and finding that pattern is different in N and S. In N there is a positive correlation and in S a negative one.  Interpretation is that land cover in S is mostly grassland and so correlation holds while in N the land cover is mixed so would expect increasing NPP with more shrubs and trees in the mix. Qi said that this should be validated.
